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Section 14. The Territorial Treasurer may appoint 
at a salary not to exceed more than Two Hundred and 
Fifty Dollars ($250.00) per month not less thq,n four, 
nor more than six, License Officers, who shall have the 
powers now exercised by United States Marshals in the 
enforcement of the laws of the Territory. · They may 
also be designated Deputy Collectors of Licenses and 
Taxes under such rules and regulations as the Treasurer 
may prescribe and shall give bond to the Territory in 
such sum as the Treasurer may prescribe for the faith­
ful performance · of their duties and accounting for all 
moneys that may come into their hands. 

Section 15. If any section, sub~section, . sentence, 
clause or phrase of this Act is for any reason held to 
be unconstitutional, such decision shall not be held to 
affect the validity of any other portion of this Act. 

Section 16. All Acts and parts of Acts in conflict 
herewith are hereby repealed.
