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much thereof as shall in each case be necessary, for the 
purposes stated below, which appropriations are to be 
supplementary to the appropriations heretofore made 
for the o'iennium ending March 31, 1941, for the same 
purposes: 

(a) Registrar of Vital Statistics: One Thousand Five 
Hundred Dollars for payment of fees to United 
States Commissioners for recording birth and 
death certificates. 

(b) Territorial Treasurer: Twenty Thousand Dollars 
for bounties on hair seals. 

(c) Public Welfare: Sixty Thousand Dollars for gen­
eral relief. 

Section 2. An eme~gency is hereby declared to exist 
and this Act shall be in full force and effect from and 
after its passage and approval.

To amend Section 1551 of the Compiled Laws of Alaska, 1933, relating 

to licensing of embalmers. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the Territory of Alaska: 

Section 1. Section 1551 of the Compiled Laws of Al­
aska, 1933, is hereby amended by adding thereto the 
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following: All licenses issued under the pl'ovisions of this 
Act shall be for the calendar year and the Registrar of 
Vital Statistics shall collect a fee of $10.00 for each 
such license issued and for each annual renewal.

otherwise appropriated, to reimburse Joseph Picotte of 
Fairbanks, Alaska, for a deposit made by him for per­
mission to cut timber on· Section 36, Township 2 South, 
Range 2 East, Fairbanks Meridian, under which no timber 
was cut and accordingly none of which funds were earned 
by the Territory. 

Section 2. An emergency is hereby declared to exist 
and this Act shall take effect upon its passage and ap­
proval.
