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shall give prior consideration to applicants who
are residents of Alaska. No person shall be
appointed to said office unless he is fitted by
training and experience to administer the af-
fairs of the Department of Public Welfare. —
The Director may, with the approval of the
Board, appoint such assistants and employees
as may be necessary for the efficient perform-
ance of the duties prescribed in this Act and
shall fix the compensation of such assistants
and employees. The Director shall be subject to
the supervision and direction of the Board and
- shall perform such duties as the Board may
assign to him.
Section 2. An emergency is hereby declared to exist oo
and this Act shall take effect immediately upon its pas-
sage and approval.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the Territory of Alaska:

Section 1. Sec. 37-6-1 ACLA 1949, as amended by
Section 1, Chapter 69 S.L.A. 1949, is hereby amendec
to read as follows:
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Sec. 37-6-1. TEACHERS’ SALARY RANGES
Satars 3Y DIVISIONS. The Territorial Board of Edu-
o cation and school boards of school districts in
the Territory of Alaska shall pay teachers regu-
larly qualified in accordance with the Rules and
Regulations of the Territorial Board of Educa-
tion and employed by them within the following
salary ranges: For the First Division, $3,600.00
to $5,000.00; Third Division, $3,940.00 to
$5,340.00; Second and Fourth Divisions,
$4,200.00 to $5,600.00.

Section 2. Sec. 37-6-2 ACLA 1949, as amended by
Section 2, Chapter 69 S.L.A. 1949 is hereby amended
to read as follows:

Sec. 37-6-2. SUPERINTENDENTS’ SALARY
Gkt RANGES BY DIVISIONS. The Territorial
el Board of Education and school boards of school
districts in the Territory of Alaska shall pay
superintendents, regularly qualified in accord-
ance with the Rules and Regulations of the Ter-
ritorial Board and employed by them within the
following salary ranges: For the First Division,
$4,270.00 to $6,375.00; Third Division, $4,670.00
$6,775.00; Second and Fourth Divisions,
$4,970.00 to $7,075.00.

Section 3. This Act shall become effective July 1,
1951.
