CHAPTER 129

AN ACT
[H. B. 82]
To amend Section 33-2-2 of Chapter 2, ACLA 1949, relating to
Agricultural and Industrial Fairs: Exhibits.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the Territory of Alaska:

Section 1. Section 33-2-2 of Chapter 2, ACLA 1949, is
hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 33-2-2 TIME AND PLACE OF HOLD-
ING: AMOUNT AND CONDITIONS OF AID.
Fairs may be held each year in each of the four
Judicial Divisions of the Territory and the Ter-
ritorial aid to the conduct and maintenance of
such fairs shall not exceed the sum of Three
Thousand Dollars ($3,000.00) annually for each
Division ; Provided, that the people of each Divi-
sion shall subscribe and have available for ex-
penditure an equal amount for such purpose,
and shall have, or shall organize, an Agricul-
tural and Industrial Fair Association for the
conduet and maintenance of such fairs. Pro-
vided, further, that each of said fairs shall be
open to entries by the people of the whole Terri-
tory and that special provisions shall be made
for exhibits from Boys’ and Girls’ Clubs.
