WHEREAS, Alaska has potential opportunities for great 
future industrial development; and 

\.VHEREAS, many and suitable sites needed for these in­
dustrial plants, mills and related use, etc., are owned by the 
United States Government; and 

WHEREAS, under present law the General Land Office 
does not have authority to make over 160 acres available for 
patent; and 

WHEREAS, some of these sites needed are in excess of 160 
acres; 

NO-N THEREFORE, your Memorialist, the Legislature of 
the Territory of Alaska, respectfully prays that Congress imme­
diately authorize sale by the General Land Office, of sites in 
excess of 160 acres needed for industrial plants, mills and re­
lated uses.
