For purposes of applying this 
special method of allocation "en­
tire net income" is defined to 
include the total of ,all gross in­
come from any source whatever, 
after deducting all expenses nec­
essary to derive said income. 

This Act shall take im-
mediate effect upon its passage and 
approval or upon its becoming law 
without such approval, and shall 
apply retroactively from January 
1, 1957 and thereafter.

Relating to property subject to executions; exceptions thereto; amending 
Section 55-9-78, ACLA 1949, as amended by Chapter 45, SLA 1949, as 
amended by Chapter 74, SLA 1953. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature 
of the Territory of Alaska : 

Section 1. Section 55-9-78, ACLA 
1949, as amended by Chapter 45, 
SLA 1949, as amended by Chap­
ter 74, SLA 1953, is hereby further 
amended to read as follows: 

Sec. 55-9-78. Property Subject 
to Execution: Exceptions. All 
other property, including fran­
chises or rights or interests 
therein, of the judgment debtor 
shall be liable to an execution, 
except as in this section provided. 
The following property shall be 
exempt from execution if selected 
and reserved by the judgment 
debtor or his agent at the time

of the levy, or ias soon thereafter 
before sale thereof as the same 
shall be known to him, and not 
otherwise: 

First. The earnings of the 
judgment debtor, for his per­
sonal services rendered at any 
time within thirty days next 
preceding the levy of execution 
or attachment, to the amount of 
Three Hundred Dollars when it 
appears by the debtor's affi­
davit or otherwise that such 
earnings are necessary for the 
use of his family, supported in 
whole or in part by his labor; 
provided, that any money re­
ceived on ,account on earnings 
during the thirtyj-da,y period

hereinabove mentioned and 
prior to the levy of the execu­
tion or attachment, shall be 
charged against the exemption 
herein mentioned, and the 
amount of exemption shall be 
reduced accordingly; it being 
the intention of the Act to pro­
vide an exemption to the wage 
earner of not to exceed Three 
Hundred Dollars in every 
thirty-day period prior to the 
levy of attachment or execution. 

Second. Books, pictures, and 
musical instruments owned by 
any person, to the value of 
three hundred dollars; 

Third. Necessary wearing ap­
parel owned by any person for 
the use of himself or his family: 
Provided, watches or jewelryJ 
exceeding in value the sum of 
two hundred dollars shall not 
be exempt by virtue of this 
subdivision; 

Fourth. The tools, imple­
ments, apparatus, motor ve­
hicles, books, office furniture, 
business files, animals, labora­
tory, and any other a1'ticle 
necessary to enable any per­
son to carry on the trade, oc­
cupation, or profession by which 
such person habitually earns 
his living to the vialue of eight-

een hundred dollars; also suf­
ficient quantity of food to sup­
port such animals, if any, for 
six months; 

Fifth. The following prop­
erty, if owned by the head of a 
family and in actual use or 
kept for use by and for his 
family, or when being removed 
from one habitation to another 
on a chrange of residence: Ani­
mals, household goods, furni­
ture, and utensils to the value 
of twelve hundred dollars; also 
food sufficient to support such 
animals, if any, for six months, 
and provisions actually pro­
vided for family use a nd neces­
sary for the support of such 
person and family for six 
months; 

Sixth. All property of any 
public or municipal corpora­
tion; 

Seventh. No article of prop­
erty, hereinbefore mentioned 
shall be exempt from execution 
issued on a judgment recovered 
for its price, and in the event 
the said article of property has 
been sold or ex;chang,ed for 
other property the proceeds of 
the sale or the a rticle for which 
it was exchanged shall not be 
exempt from execution.
