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or tidelands owned or hereafter acquired
by the State of Alaska, or over which
the State of Alaska has or hereafter
acquires jurisdiction. Nothing herein
shall prevent the use of power blocks, as
that term is generally employed or used
in the fishing industry.

Sec. 2. Any person, firm, corporation
or association violating this Act shall be

guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon con-
viction thereof shall be punished by
imprisonment not to exceed six months,
or by fine not to exceed $1,000.00,. or
by both such fine and imprisonment.

Sec. 3. This Act shall take effect im-
mediately upon its passage and approval
or upon its becoming law without such
approval.

AN ACT

To assent to federal aid for education under the National Defense Education Act of
1958; and providing for an effective date.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the
State of Alaska:

Section 1. Legislative assent to Fed-
eral Aid under Public Law 85-864, 72
Stat. 1580, Eighty Fifth Congress is here-
by given on behalf of the State of
Alaska. The head of the Department of
Education is authorized and empowered
to do all things necessary to cooperate

with the United States Government and
to participate under that Act and any
Act or Acts amendatory thereof or sup-
plementary thereto, subject to prior con-
currence of the Governor of Alaska.

Relating to a standard general savings statute; amending Sec. 19-1-1, ACLA 1949,
as amended by Ch. 4, ESLA 1955, and setting an effective date.

Section 1. Sec. 19-1-1, ACLA 1949, as
amended by Ch. 4, ESLA 1955, is hereby
amended to read as follows:

Sec. 19-11. Effect of Repeals or
Amendments. The repeal or amend-
ment of any statute shall not have the
effect to release or extinguish any
penalty, forfeiture, or liability in-
curred or right accruing or accrued
under such statute, unless the repeal-
ing or amending act shall so express-
ly provide, and such statute shall be
treated as still remaining in force for

the purpose of sustaining any proper
action or prosecution for the enforce-
ment of such right, penalty, forfeiture,
or liability. The expiration of a tem-
porary statute shall not have the ef-
fect to release or extinguish any pen-
alty, forfeiture, or liability incurred or
right accruing or accrued under such
statute unless the temporary statute
shall so expressly provide, and such
statute shall be treated as still remain-
ing in force for the purpose of sustain-
ing any proper action or prosecution
for the enforcement of such penalty,
forfeiture or liability or right accruing
or accrued. When any act repealing
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a former act, section, or provision
shall be itself repealed, such repeal
shall not be construed to revive such
former act, section, or provision, un-
less it shall be expressly so provided.

Establishing standard proportions, sizes, and colors to be used in the manufacture
of the official flag of the State of Alaska; amending Section 1-1-4, ACLA 1949.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the
State of Alaska:

Section 1. Section 1-14, ACLA 1949,
is hereby amended by adding a third

paragraph to read as follows:

The flag of the Territory of Alaska
is the official flag of the State of

(H.B. 46)

Alaska. The standard proportions
and size graphically delineated herein
shall be used in the manufacture of
the official flag of Alaska. The stars
shall be the color of natural yellow
gold and the field of blue shall be of
the same shade of blue used in the
official manufacture of the national
emblem of the United States.
