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CHAPTER 21 

AN ACT 

Appropriating $152,320 from the general fund for the fiscal year ending June 30, 1960; 
and providing for an effective date. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the 
State of Alaska: 

Section 1. The sum of $152,320 is 
hereby appropriated from the general 
fund of the state for the fiscal year end­
ing June 30, 1960, according to the fol­
lowing schedule:

ices ______ ______ 11,900 

(2) Department of Health 
and Welfare: 

Tuberculosis Hospi-
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talization and 
Control; Con-
tractual Services _ 25,000

Physical Examina­
tion of School 
Children; Con-
tractual Services_ 7,500 

Sec. 2. This Act takes effect on the 
day after its passage and approval or 
on the day it becomes law without such 
approval.

CHAPTER 22 

AN ACT 

Relating to the practice of medicine; amending Sec. 35-3-85, ACLA 1949. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the 
State of Alaska: 

Section 1. Sec. 35-3-85, ACLA 1949 is 
amended to read as follows: 

Sec. 35-3-85. License: Application 
for: Qualifications of Applicant: Ex­
amination: Grant or Refusal of License: 
Reciprocity License. Hereafter every 
person, not now legally practicing medi­
cine or surgery in Alaska, who desires 
to practice medicine and surgery or 
either of them in any of their branches, 
in the State of Alaska, shall first make 
a written application to the Board of 
Medical Examiners for a license so to 
do, which application shall state the 
name, age and place of residence of 
the applicant, and the duration thereof, 
and the time spent in medical study, 
and where, and the year and school in 
which degrees were granted, which ap­
plication shall be sworn to as to its 
verity before someone authorized to 
administer oaths. That each applicant 
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for such license shall be not less than 
Twenty-one (21) years of age, shall 
furnish a certificate of good moral 
character, and submit a certificate of 
graduation from a legally chartered 
medical school whose requirements for 
graduation shall have been at the time 
of granting said certificate not less 
than the requirements of the associa­
tion of the American Medical Colleges 
of the day in which said applicant 
graduated; and in addition a certificate 
from a recognized hospital certifying 
that the recipient has faithfully per­
formed the duties of resident physician 
or intern for the period of one year, 
unless he has been a licensed physician 
engaged in active practice of the pro­
fession for a term of four years. Such 
applicant at the time and place desig­
nated by said Board, or at the regular 
meeting of said Board, shall submit to 
an examination in the following 
branches: anatomy, physiology, chem­
istry, materia-medica, therapeutics,
