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agreement or other arrangement which a 
party state may have with a non·party 
state for the confinement, rehabilitation 
or treatment of inmates nor to repeal any 
other laws of a party state authorizing the 
making of cooperative institutional ar­
rangements. 

Article X 

Construction ancl Severability 

The provisions of this compact and act 
shall be liberally construed and shall be 
severable. If any phrase, clause, sentence 
or provision of this compact is declared to 
be contrary to the constitution of any par­
ticipating state or· of the United States or 
the applicability thereof to any govern­
ment, agency, person or circumstance is 
held invalid, the validity of the remainder 
of this compact and the applicability there­
of to any government, agency, person or 
circumstance shall not be affected 1:.'1ereby. 
If this compact shall be held contrary to 
the constitution of any state participating 
therein, the compact shall remain in full 
force and effect as to the remaining states 
and in full force and effect as to the state 
affected as to all severable matters. 

Sec. 2. Any agency or officer of the 
State of AJaska having power to commit or 
transfer an inmate (as defined in Article 
IT (d) of the Western Intersta-t~ •Correc­
tions Compact) to any institution for con­
fiiierrient may commit or transfe_r such in-

mate to any institution within or without 
the State of Alaska if the State of Alaska 
has entered into a contract or contracts 
for the confinement of inmates in said 
institution pursuant to Article m of the 
Western Interstate Corrections Compact. 

Sec. 3. The courts, departments, agen­
cies and officers of the State of Alaska and 
its subdivisions shall enforce this compact 
and shall do all things appropriate to the ef­
fectuation of its purposes and intent which 
may be within their respective jurisdictions 
including but not limited to the making and 
submission of such reports as are required 
by the compact. 

Sec. 4. The Alaska Board of Parole is 
hereby authorized and directed to Hold 
such hearings as may be requested by any 
other party state pursuant to Article IV 
If) of the Western Interstate Corrections 
Compact. 

Sec. 5. The Commissioner of Health and 
Welfare is hereby empowered to enter into 
such contracts on behalf of the State of 
Alaska as may be appropriate to imple­
ment the participation of this state in the 
Western Interstate Corrections Compact 
pursuant to Article m thereof. No such 
contract shall be of any force or effect 
until approved by the . Commissioner of 
Administration.
