Be it enacted by the Legislature of the 
State of Ala.ska :

CHAPTER 33 
AN ACT 

Appropriating refunds of the proceeds of the coin operated device tax to municipalities; 
and providing for an effective date. · 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the 
State of Alaska:

This Act takes effect on the day 
after its passage and approval or on the 
day it becomes law without such approval.
