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driving, written and physical examina­
tions. Such permit shall expire on Sep­
tember 1 of the year following issuance 
and may be renewed by submission to 
the department of a current physical 
examination. 'Dhe fee for examination 
and renewal shall be as prescri·bed here­
after. No person may operate a school 
bus carrying children who is not in pos­
session of a valid S·chool Bus Driver's 
Permit. The Commissioner of Public 

Safety may establish, by regulation, 
medical standards and standards of driv­
ing conduct and proficiency governing 
the issuance or denial of school bus 
driver 's permits. 

Sec. 2. Effective Date. This Act takes 
effect on the day after its passage and 
approval or on the day it becomes law 
wi thout such approval.
