Be It Resolved by the House in Second

Legislature, First Session Assembled,
the Senate Concurring:
WHEREAS, the homesteaders of the

Rabbit Creek area have endeavored, in the
face of great difficulties, to render wilder-
ness land habitable and valuable; and

WHEREAS, these difficulties are multi-
plied by the complete lack of satisfactory
roads in their area; and

WHEREAS, at certain times of year
some of the roads are completely impass-
able even to the most rugged vehicles,
necessitating a long walk on the part of
the inhabitants to get to any transporta-
tion; and

WHEREAS, these conditions often render
it impossible or extremely difficult for
the children in the area to attend school,
and greatly complicate medical and other
emergencies; and

WHEREAS, although the homesteaders
expected hardship and yet had the pioneer-

ural Resources to take appropriate action
to expand and improve existing facilities
and to establish additional roadside parks
and recreational areas, and to direct the
Commissioner of Commerce to study the
feasibility of future rentals of concession
facilities at these parks and areas.
