(16) The Director may grant prefer-
ence rights for the lease or purchase of
Alaska lands in order to correct the past
or future errors or omissions of any state
or federal administrative agency where
inequitable detriment would otherwise
result to a diligent claimant or applicant
due to situations over which the claim-
ant or applicant had no control. The
exercise of this discretionary power
shall operate only to divest Alaska of its
title to or interests in lands, and shall
be exercised only with the express ap-

proval of the Commissioner. Any claim-
ant who shows bona fide improvement
of Alaska lands made prior to March 31,
1960, and who has in good faith sought
to obtain title to such lands, but who
through error or omission of others has
been denied title thereto may, on a
showing satisfactory to the Commission-
er, be accorded a preference right to
lease or purchase same at an appraised
price determined by the Division. Error
or omission of a predecessor in interest
or an agent, administrator, or executor
which has clearly prejudiced the claim-
ant may be the basis for granting a
preference right.

1959, as amended by Sec. 17, Ch. 131, SLA
1960, is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 8. License Forfeiture. Upon con-
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viction of a person of a first violation of
any provision of this Article or of any
federal or state law or regulation for the
protection of the sport fish and game of
Alaska, the court may, in addition to
the penalty imposed by law, revoke the
license of such person. Upon subsequent
conviction of any such person or any
violation of any provisions of this Article
or of any federal or state law or regula-
tion for the protection of the sport fish
and game of Alaska, the court shall
revoke the license of such person, and
no person whose license has been so
revoked shall purchase another license
of the same type for a period of not less
than two years or more than three years
from the date of such revocation as

determined by the court; provided
further, that any licensed guide or assist-
ant guide upon conviction of any pro-
vision of any federal or state sport fish,
game, or guide law or regulation may
have his registered guide license or
assistant guide license revoked by the
court for any period up to five years.
This section shall not be construed so
as to divest the Board of Fish and Game
of power to revoke, suspend, or refuse
issuance of a guide or assistant guide’s
license in the exercise of its powers of
regulation.
