Section 1. Creation of Centennial Com-
mission. There is created in the Depart-
ment of Economic Development and Plan-
ning the Alaska State Centennial Commis-
sion.

Sec. 2. Composition and Term of Office.
The commission shall consist of 16 mem-
bers to be appointed by the governor with-
in 30 days after the effective date of this
Act. Members of the commission serve
during its existence unless removed by the
governor for good cause. A vacancy shall
be filled by appointment by the governor.

Sec. 3. Compensation and Per Diem.
Members of the commission shall serve
without compensation, but they shaill re-
ceive the same travel pay and per diem
as state officials and employees.

Sec. 4. Executive Committee. The
commission shall meet within 60 days after
the effective date of this Act and, upon
the call of the governor, shall select an
executive committee of five of the mem-
bers of the commission. The executive
committee shall be composed of one mem-
ber from each judicial district and one
member at large and shall serve at the
pleasure of the commission. Members of
the executive committee are entitled to
reimbursement for actual and reasonable
expenses incurred in the discharge of their
duties.

Sec. 5. Chairman. The executive com-
mittee shall select a chairman from the
membership of the committee and he shall
also be the chairman of the commission.

Sec. 6. Quorum. A majority of the
commission constitutes a quorum for the
transaction of business of the commission,
and a majority of the executive committee
constitutes a quorum for .the transaction
of business of the executive committee.

Sec. 7. Executive Director. The com-
missioner of economic development and
planning may appoint an executive direc-
tor of the commission, prescribe his duties,
and fix his compensation.
