Sec. 14.47.020. Establishment of 
Requirements. In establishing require­
ments for the conferring of diplomas 
the department shall enact regulations 
taking into consideration: (1 ) course 
offerings; (2) facilities; ( 3 ) financia;l 
stability; ( 4 ) personnel; ( 5 ) operating 
practices; and (6) admission practices. 

Sec. 14.47.030. Hearing and Order 
on Violations. (a) On the complaint 
of any person or on its own motion the 
department may conduct an investiga­
tion to determine if the requirements 
of secs. 10 - 20 of this chapter are being 
met. If there are grounds for believing 
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that a person is not meeting the re­
quirements, the department may insti­
tute p·roceedings under AS 44.62.330 -
44.62.630. On a finding of a violation 
of sec. 20 of this chapter, the depart­
ment shall order the respondent to 
cease conferring diplomas until the 
requirements are met. 

(b) If a res_pondent is the subject 
of an order under (a) of this section, 
the respondent may confer no diploma 
without the approval of the dep·art­
ment showing that the respondent has 
complied with the regulations enacted 
under sec. 20 of this chapter.

Sec. 14.47.050. Penalty., A person 
who violates an order of the depart­
ment issued under sec. 30 (b) of this 
chapter is guilty of a misdemeanor, and 
upon conviction is punishable by im­
prisonment in a jail for not more than 
30 days, or by a fine of not more than 
$1,000, or by both.
