(b) General relief assistance war-
rants issued before the death of the
recipient but not negotiated at death
shall be returned to the Department of
Administration, and shall be canceled,
unless claimed by the authorized
representative of the estate of the re-
cipient within 90 days of the date of
death.

(e) The state shall not be liable to
the estate, heirs, or creditors of the
deceased general assistance recipient
for payment on warrants canceled
under (a) and (b) of this section.

Sec. 43.85.010. Borrowing in Antici-
pation of Revenues Permitted. The
commissioner of revenue is hereby
authorized to borrow money on behalf
of the state to meet appropriations for
any fiscal year in anticipation of the
collection of the revenues for that
year. Money borrowed shall be used
only for the purposes and within the
amounts of appropriations authorized.

Sec. 43.85.020. Issuance and Pay-
ment of Notes. The commissioner shall
issue notes for the amounts borrowed
in anticipation of the collection of
revenues, direct or indirect, for that
year. The notes issued by the com-
missioner under this chapter and the
interest thereon shall be paid from

ment. Notes issued under this chapter
shall, with interest thereon, be paid
from revenues in anticipation of the
collection of which the same were
issued and the full faith and credit,
and resources of the state are hereby
pledged to such payment.
