To extend the boundaries of the City of Valdez by annexation; and providing for

an effective date.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the
State of Alaska:

Section 1. Purpose. As a result of
shifts in the land mass upon which the
City of Valdez is situated which were
caused by the earthquake and seismic
wave of March 27, 1964, it is necessary to
relocate the City of Valdez. The purpose
of this Act is to extend the corporate
limits of the City of Valdez by annexation
to include land upon which the City of
Valdez will be relocated.

Sec. 2. Area to Be Annexed. The fol-
lowing described land, containing ap-
proximately 8,640 acres, is annexed to the
City of Valdez, Alaska:
