HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 33 

Urging Congress to approve the 1965 
Coast Guard construction program in 
Alaska. 

Be it Resolved by the Legislature of the 
State of Alaska: 

WHEREAS the President of the United 
States has asked the Congress for a Coast 
Guard facilities construction pl"Ogram 
during fiscal 1965 in the amount of 
$1,858,000; and 

WHEREAS the proposed construction 
program includes family housing units 
and support facilities at Annette Island, 
ma intenance facilities at Ketchikan, and 
the replacement of the runway at the 
Coast Guard Loran station on Sitkinak 
Island; and 

WHEREAS these facilities are needed 
for the effective continuation of the 
Coast Guard's important mission in 
Alaska; 

BE IT RESOLVED that the Congress 
is requested to give early and favorable 
consideration to the President 's request 
for the Coast Guard construction program 
in Alaska during fiscal 1965; and be it 

FURTHER RESOLVED that copies of 
this resolution be sent to the Honorable 
Lyndon B. Johnson, President of the 
United States; the Honorable Carl Hay­
den, President pl'o tempore of the Senate ; 
the Honorable John W. McCormack, 
Speaker of the House of Representatives; 
the Honorable Clarence Cannon, Chair­
man of the House Appropriations Com­
mittee; the Honorable Wilbm· D. Mills, 
Chairman of the House Ways and Means 
Committee; the Honorable Harry F. 
Byrd, Chairman of the Senate Finance 
Committee; and the members of the 
Alaskan delegation in Congress.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 34 
Relating to the construction, reconstruc­

tion, and improvement of the Alaska 
Highway, including a connection to 
Haines. 

Be it Resolved by the Legislature of the 
State of Alaska: 

WHEREAS S.2417, a bill to authorize 
the appropriation of funds for the con­
struction, reconstruction, and improve­
ment of the Alaska Highway, including a 
connection to Haines, has been introduced 
in the United States Senate; and 

WHEREAS H.R. 9667, a companion 
measure, has been introduced in the 
United States House of Repl'esentatives; 
and 

WHEREAS this legislation, in pro­
viding authority for an appropriation for 
the purposes stated, contains the pro­
cedures necessary for negotiations of 
agreements with the Government of 

Canada to share the cost of the improve­
ments on a fifty-fifty basis, furnishing of 
the right of way by Canada, and prohibits 
tolls or any fee, tax, or other charge on 
vehicles or persons of the United States 
that do not apply to Canadians, grants 
reciprocal recognition of vehicle registra­
tion and drivers' licenses and year-round 
maintenance by the Government of 
Canada; and 

WHEREAS the improvement of the 
Alaska Highway, with a connection to 
Haines, is of vital importance to the 
national defense of the United States and 
Canada, to· the commercial and industrial 
development of Alaska and Northwestern 
Canada, and to the flow of interstate 
commerce between Alaska and the con­
tiguous United States; 

BE IT RESOLVED that the Congress 
is respectfully urged to take favorable 
action this year on S .2417 or H.R. 9667
