Section 1. AS 39.20.010 is amended to
read:

Sec. 39.20.010. Annual Salary of Gov-
ernor. The annual salary of the gover-
nor is $27,500. The salary shall be paid
in equal monthly installments.

Sec. 2. AS 39.20.030 is amended to read:

Sec. 39.20.030. Annual Salary of Sec-
retary of State. The annual salary of the
secretary of state is $21,000. The salary
shall be paid in equal monthly install-
ments.

Sec. 3. AS 39.20.080 is repealed and re-
enacted to read:

Sec. 39.20.080. Salaries of Department
Heads. The head of each principal ex-
ecutive department of the state upon ap-
pointment and qualification is entitled to
an annual salary. The annual salary of
each department head is $20,000, except
that the annual salary of the adjutant

general is $17,000.
Sec. 4. AS 22.05.140(a) is amended to

read:

(a) The chief justice shall receive $25,-
500 annually, and each associate justice
shall receive $24,500 annually as compen-
sation. The compensation is payable
monthly in 12 equal installments. Com-
pensation of the chief justice or of an
associate justice shall not be diminished
during his term of office, unless by gener-
al law applying to all salaried officers of
the state.

(a) Each superior court judge shall re-
ceive $21,000 annually, as compensation,
payable monthly in 12 equal installments.

Driving or Taking
Watercraft or Aircraft Without the Own-
er’s Consent. (a) A person who drives,
tows away, or takes a watercraft or an
aircraft not his own without the consent
of the owner, with intent temporarily to
deprive the owner of possession of the
watercraft or aircraft or a person who
is a party or accessory to or an accom-

plice in the unauthorized driving, towing,
or taking, is guilty of a misdemeanor,
and upon conviction is punishable by im-
prisonment for not more than one year, or
by a fine of not more than $1,000, or by
both. The consent of the owner of a water-
craft or an aircraft to its driving, towing
away, or taking shall not be presumed or
implied because of the owner’s consent on
previous occasions to the driving, towing
away or taking of the watercraft or air-
craft by the same or a different person.

(b) When a minor is accused of viola-

ed, prosecuted, and sentenced in the
same manner as an adult, except that a
parent, guardian or legal custodian shall
be present at all proceedings against the
minor.

(3) “person’’ does not include a Unit-
ed States marshal or his deputy, a state
policeman, or any other peace officer

who drives, tows away, or otherwise takes
a watercraft or an aircraft with author-
ity under law to do so.

Conviction in Larceny
Prosecution. In a criminal prosecution
for larceny, if the facts do not warrant a
conviction of the defendant for larceny,
he may, nevertheless, be convicted of a
violation of sec. 145 of this chapter if the
facts so warrant.

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the
State of Alaska:

Section 1. AS 18.80.060
re-enacted to read:

Sec. 18.80.060. Powers and Duties of
the Commission. (a) In addition to the
other powers and duties prescribed by
this chapter the commission shall

is repealed and

(1) appoint an executive director ap-
proved by the governor;

(2) hire other administrative staff as
may be necessary to the commission’s
function;

(3) exercise general supervision and
direct the activities of the executive dir-
ector and other administrative staff;

(4) accept complaints under sec. 100
of this chapter;

(5) study the problems of discrim-
ination in all or specific fields of human
relationships, and foster through com-
munity effort or goodwill, cooperation
and conciliation among the groups and

elements of the population of the state,
and publish results of investigations and
research as in its judgment will tend to
elimate discrimination because of race,
religion, color or national ancestry.

(b) In addition to the other powers and
duties prescribed by this chapter the
commission may

(1) delegate to the executive director
all powers and duties given it by this
chapter except the duties and powers
given it by secs. 120 and 130 of this chap-
ter;

(2) call upon the departments and
agencies of the state, with the approval
of the governor, for cooperation and as-
sistance in carrying out this chapter;

(3) hold hearings under sec. 120 of
this chapter, subpoena witnesses, take
the testimony of any person under oath,
administer oaths, and in connection there-
with, to require the production for ex-
amination of books or papers relating
to a matter under investigation or in
question before the commission.
