Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the 
State of Alaska: 

Section 1. AS 37.05.210(2) is amended 
to read: 

(2) file with the g;ivernor and with 
the legislative auditor before October 16 
a report of the financiaJ trans·actions of 
the preceding fiscaJ year and of the 

financial condition of the state as of the 
end of that year, with comments and 
supplementary data which he considers 
necessary; this report shall be printed 
for the information of the legislature 
and the public; 

Sec. 2. This Act takes effect on the day 
after its passage and approvaJ or on the 
day it becomes }aw without such approval.

CHAPTER 12 

AN ACT 

Providing for the awarding by the governor of a medal for valorous and heroic deeds. 

(S.B. 72) 

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the 
State of Alaska: 

Section 1. AS 44.09 is amended by add­
ing a new section to read: 

Sec. 44.09.090. State Medal For llero· 
ism. (a) The governor is authorized to 
award a state medai for heroism directly 
or posthumously to any citizen of the 
state in recognition of a valorous and 
heroic deed performed by him in the 
saving of a life or for injury or death 

or threat of injury or death incurred by 
him in the service of the state or his 
community or on ·behalf of the health, 
welfare or g,afety of other persons. The 
medal shall be awarded by 1!he governor 
with •an appropriate ceremony. 

(b ) The governor shall make ar­
rangements for the designing of the 
medal for heroism through a statewide 
design competition participated in by 
the school children of the state.

CHAPTER 13 

AN ACT 

Relating t.o annexation of conti~ous land by cities and boroughs at request of owners 
and all qualified voters. 

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the 
State of Alaska: 

Section 1. AS 29. 70 is amended by add­
ing a new section to read: 

Sec. 29. 70.212. · Annexation of Property 
With Consent of Owners. If 100 per cent 

(S.B. 76) 

of the owners of substantial property in­
terests and 100 per cent of the qualified 
voters in an area contiguous to a city 
petition for annexation of the ·area, the 
council may annex the area in the same 
manner a s it may annex property owned 
by the city.
