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HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 22

Relating to medical and dental care for
non-Natives in Alaska.

Be It Resolved by the Legislature of the
State of Alaska:

WHEREAS the United States Public
Health Service provides hospital, medical
and dental care to persons of Indian de-
scent in Alaska; and

WHEREAS there are a large number
of towns, villages and areas in Alaska
where the only medical and dental facili-
ties and services are those of the Public
Health Service; and

WHEREAS the Public Health Service
is authorized to provide medical and dental
service to non-Natives only in the event
of emergency; and

WHEREAS non-Natives in these villages
must therefore fly to distant cities to
obtain ordinary medical and dental ser-
vices; and

WHEREAS the resulting cost to non-
Natives for medical and dental care is
exceedingly high, burdensome, and dis-
criminatory;

BE IT RESOLVED that the Secretary
of Health, Education and Welfare is re-
spectfully urged to permit personnel in
the Public Health Service to provide regu-
lar medical or dental care for reasonable
fees to non-Natives in areas of Alaska
where no private medical or dental ser-
vice is available; and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED that copies of
this resolution be sent to the Honorable
Anthony J. Celebrezze, Secretary of Health,
Education and Welfare; the Honorable
Luther L. Terry, Surgeon General, United
States Public Health Service; and the
members of the Alaska delegation in Con-

gress.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 23

Relating to the creation of a National
Oceanographic Council.

Be It Resolved by the Legislature of the
State of Alaska:

WHEREAS the economy of Alaska is
in great measure dependent upon the nat-
ural resources of the ocean; and

WHEREAS seafood is an important food
source for Alaskans; and

WHEREAS Alaska commerce is vitally
dependent upon maritime transportation;
and

WHEREAS the importance of the oceans
to the welfare of all citizens of the United
States, as well as of Alaskans, was em-
phasized by the introduction, by Senator
Magnuson of Washington, of S. 944 which
provides for the coordination of all federal
activities regarding oceanography by a
proposed National Oceanographic Council;
and

WHEREAS expanded and efficiently co-
ordinated national programs as envisioned
by S. 944 would be of particular benefit
to the people of Alaska;

BE IT RESOLVED that the enactment
of S. 944 by the Congress is respectfully
urged by the Fourth State Legislature of
Alaska; and be it
