General of the United States is respect-
fully urged to take immediate steps to
provide proper post office facilities in the
northwest area of Alaska; and be it

in Congress.

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 32

Urging Congress to ‘approve pending legis-
lation providing low interest, long term
loans to small businesses.

Be it Resolved by the Legislature of the
State of Alaska:

WHEREAS a bill, S. 915, now pending
in the Congress provides low interest, long
term loans to small businesses suffering
economic injury as a result of the closing
of a federal installation or the decline of
government procurement in an area; and

WHEREAS Alaska small businesses de-
pend a great deal upon federal spending
which will be decreased by the closing
and reduction of federal offices in Alaska;
and

WHEREAS the closing of the Veterans
Administration office at Juneau and the
substantial reduction of personnel and oper-
ations of the Bureau of Mines mineral re-
source development offices in Juneau and
Anchorage have greatly lessened small
business prosperity in these cities; and

WHEREAS the development of small
businesses in Alaska has always been diffi-

cult because of climatic conditions and
geographical location, and the small busi-
ness sector in this state has still not re-
covered from the earthquake of March 27,
1964; and

WHEREAS all of these factors mean that
aid to small business as proposed in S. 915
is urgently needed in Alaska;

BE IT RESOLVED that Congress is re-
spectfully urged to pass, and the President
of the United States is respectfully urged
5 approve, S. 915; and be it
