* Section 1. AS 10.05 is amended by adding a new section to

read:
Sec. 10.05.034. USE OF SAME NAME OR DECEPTIVELY SIMILAR

NAME. Registration of the name gives the exclusive right to
the use of the name and the person who has registered the
name may enjoin the use of the same name or a deceptively
similar name and shall have a cause of action for damages
against any person who uses the same name or a deceptively

similar name.
