BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA: 

* Section 1. AS 11.40.130 is repealed and re-enacted to 
read: 

Sec. ll.40.130. CONTRIBUTING TO DELINQUENCY OF CHILD. 
(a) A person who corrunits an act, or omits the performance 
of a duty, which causes or tends to cause, encourage or 
contribute to the delinquency of a child under the age of 
18 years, is guilty of a misdemeanor. 

(b) A person who by threats, colllllland or persuas i on 
endeavors to induce a child under the age of 18 years to 
perform an act or follow a course of conduct which would 
cause or manifestly tend to cause him to become or remain 
a delinquent is guilty of a felony, and upon conviction is 
punishable by imprisonment for not less than one year nor 
more than two years.
