BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA: 

WHKRBAS discoveries in recent years have shown that 
rich and extensive mineral and other resources are con­
tuned 1n the continental shelf; and 

WHEREAS the protection of these mineral and other 
resources is important not only to the state but the whole 
Nation; and 

WHKREAS the continental shelf exceeds the new 12-m1le 
limit in many areas; 

BB IT RESOLVED that Congress extend the territorial 
waters of the state to the outer limits of the cont1nental 
shelf where those limits exceed the 12-mile limit.
