BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA: 

WHEREAS the Serpentine Hot Springs , l ocated on publ ic 
domain near Nome , Alaska , are among the natural wonders of t he 
state ; and 

WHEREAS these hot springs will constitute an important 
attraction to residents of the state and tourists from outside 
the state; and 

WHEREAS these hot springs and the surrounding areas shoul d 
be preserved from private or commercial exp l oitation if maximum 
benefit is to be derived from them ; and 

WHEREAS present l y the Serpentine Hot Springs have no trai l s , 
approach roads or access roads ; 

BE IT RESOLVED that the Sixth Alaska State Legi s l atur e 
respectful ly requests the Department of the Interior to take the 
necessary action to create a Serpentine Hot Springs National 
Park, with adequate trails and an access road .
