Relating to membership on the legislative council; and providing
for an effective date.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:

# Section 1. AS 24.20.020 is repealed and re-enacted to
read:

Sec. 24.20.020. MEMBERSHIP. The legislative council
is composed of five voting members of the senate appointed
by the president of the senate and five voting members of
the house of representatives appointed by the speaker of
the house of representatives. The president of the senate
and the speaker of the house serve as ex officio members
but eilther may serve as one of the five voting members if
he chooses. The membership from each house shall include
at least one voting member from each of the two major
political parties. The appointing authority in each house
shall make and announce the appointment or reappointment
of members of the council within 15 days after the con-
vening of the first regular session of each legislature.

*# Sec. 2. This Act takes effect on the day after its passage
and approval or on the day it becomes law without approval.
