WHEREAS he has unselfishly participated in numerous organiza-
tions dedicated to professional improvement, being a charter
member and organizer of the Alaska Division of the American Associ-
ation for the Advancement of Science, Alaska Public Health Associ-
ation, Alaska Society of Professional Engineers, Alaska Section of



American Society of Civil Engineers, and Alaska Public Works
Association;
