BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA: 

* Section 1. The sum of $4,793,000 is appropriated from the 
renewable resources development fund to the Department of 
Natural Resources to fund the Big Delta agricultural development 
project .
