AN ACT

Relating to examination of eyesight for a driver's license.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:
* Section 1. AS 28.15.070(a) is amended to read:

(a) The department shall examine every applicant for
a driver license, except as otherwise provided in this sec-
tion. The examination shall include a test of the appli-
cant's eyesight, his ability to read and understand highway
signs regulating, warning and directing traffic, his know-
ledge of the traffic laws of the state, and shall include a
demonstration of ability to exercise ordinary and reason-
able control in the operation of the appropriate vehicle.
The requirements of the test of eyesight under this section
may also be satisfied by presenting the current certifica-
tion of a licensed physician or optometrist that the appli-
cant's vision meets or exceeds the standards established by
the department. The department shall provide for an exami-
nation in the community where the applicant resides or at a
place convenient to the applicant.
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
