Sec. 26.05.265. REENLISTMENT BONUS. (a) An enlisted member of
the Alaska National Guard or the Alaska Naval Militia who extends or
reenlists within 30 days after completing a term of service is enti-
tled to a bonus if »

(1) the extension or reenlistment is for the maximum autho-
rized term;

(2) at the time of the extension or reenlistment the member
has not less than three years of service creditable for retirement
purposes; and

(3) on completion of the term for which the member extends
or reenlists, the member will have not more than 12 years of service
creditable for retirement purposes.

(b) The bonus is $500 for each year of extension or reenlist-
ment, but may not exceed a total of $3,000 for a member's entire
service. The bonus is payable at the satisfactory completion of each
year of extension or reenlistment.

* 8ec. 2. An enlisted member of the Alaska National Guard or Alaska
Naval Militia who before July 1, 1981, was receiving an annual bonus in an
amount equal to 10 days of the member's base pay shall continue to receive
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Chapter 62

that annual bonus until the member retires, resigns, or is otherwise
released or discharged from the guard or militia if the member complies
‘with the requirements of the law in effect on June 30, 1981.
