The department,
upon receipt of written proof, may issue without charge special .
registration plates for one noncommercial motor vehicle to a person
who has been a prisoner of war during a declared war or other con-
flict, as determined by the Department of Defense under federal reg-
ulations. The design and color of the prisoner of war plates shall be
solely within the discretion of the commissioner.
