CORRECTIONAL RESTITUTION CENTERS. {a) The 

commissioner shall establish correctional restitution centers in the 

state. The purpose of the centers is to provide certain nonviolent 

offenders with rehabilitation through community service and employment 

while protecting the col!Dllunity through partial incarceration of the 

offender, and to create a means to provide restitution to victims of 

crimes . 

(b) The col!Dllissioner shall adopt regulations setting standards 

for the operation of the centers including 

(1) requirements that the centers be secure and in compli­

ance with state and local safety laws; 

(2) standards for disciplinary rules to be imposed on 

prisoners confined to the centers; 

(3) standards for the granting of emergency absence to 

prisoners confined to the centers; 

(4) standards for classifying prisoners to centers; 

(5) standards for mandatory employment and participation in 

connnunity service programs in each center; and 

(6) standards for periodic review of the performance of 

prisoners confined to the centers.

(c) Unless the commissioner determines otherwise for good cause 

shown , a person sentenced to less than five days who is serving t ime 

in a correctional restitution center is required to participate in a 

community service project when available.

(4) a fine or restitution ordered by the court.

(5) on a furlough approved by the commissioner . 

(b) Except for an emergency absence or furlough, a prisoner may 

not be absent from a center under this section for more than 12 hours 

in a 24-hour period.
