Sec . 44.99.001 . ADMINISTRATION OF HIGHWAY SAFETY PROGRAM . The 

governor may contract and do all other things necessary on behalf of 

t his state under 23 U.S . C. 401 - 404 (Highway Safety Act of 1966), and 

may cooperate with interested persons and agencies to effectuate the 

purposes of that Act . The governor may designate a person to serve as 

the governor's highway safety representative; however, the governor is 

the official in this state having the ultimate responsibility for 

dealing with the federal government with reS"pect to programs and 

activities under the Federal Highway Safety Act of 1966 . The governor 

shall coordinate the activities relating to highway safety of state 

departments, agencies.L and subdivisions [AND OF THE GOVERNOR'S 

COMMISSION ON TRANSPORTATION SAFETY ESTABLISHED IN AS 44 . 19 . 190] .
