( 18) "ice classic" means a game of chance where a prize of 

money is awarded for the closest guess of the -time the ice moves in a 

body of water or watercourse in the state and is limited to the Nenana 

and Chena Ice Pools in the same manner as they -were conducted in 1959 

and previous years, a Kuskokwim Ice .glassic to be operated and admin­

istered by Bethel Social Services, Inc ., a Kenai River Ice Classic to 

be operated and administered by the Kenai and Soldotna Rotary Clubs 

jointly or by either the Kena i Rotary Club or the Soldotna Rotary 

Club, a Yukon River Ice Classic to be operated ~nd administered by the 

City of Fort Yukon, [AND] an Alaska-Soviet Ice Classic to be operated 

and administered jointly by CAMAI, Inc., and 1the City of Diomede~ 

a Big Lake Ice Classic to be operated and administered by the Houston 

Junior-Senior High School Booster Club and the Big Lake_ Chamber of 

Commerce jointly or by either the Houston Junior-Senior High School 

Booster Club or the Big Lake Chamber of Commerce; 
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
