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Chapter 39 

(22) "natural gas" 

(A) means a hydrocarbon !.hat at 70 degrees Fahrenheit and atmospheric 

pressure is in a gaseous state; 

(B) includes liquefied natural gas or other form of natural gas !.hat has 

been convened to a liquid state by pressure or cooling !.hat at 70 degrees Fahrenheit and 

atmospheric pressure revens to a gaseous state. 
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
