8 contracted or operated by the Bureau of Indian Affairs in Alaska; 

9 • Sec. 2. A member of the teachers' retirement system who has claimed service in a Bureau of Indian 

10 Affairs contract school as outside service under AS 14.25.060 may conven the claimed BIA contract 

11 school service to BIA service by filing an application with the administrator. The conversion is effective 

12 on the first day of the month after the application is received by the division of retirement and benefits. 

13 If the arrearage indebtedness paid by the member for the BIA contract school service when that service 

14 was considered outs'ide service is greater than the arrearage indebtedness for that service when it is 
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1 considered BIA service, the division shall refund the difference to the member. 
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
