repealing all laws or parts of laws in conflict or incon-
sistent with this Act,” be amended to read as follows:

“That no company, corporation, association, firm or Certificate
individual shall be permitted to transact a life, fire, s
marine, guaranty, or other insurance business in the
Territory of Alaska until he or it has filed in the office
of the Secretary of the Territory of Alaska, and in the
office of the Clerk of the District Court for the Divis-
ion wherein the business of insurance is intended to be
carried on, a certificate by the Secretary of State, or
other proper officer, of some State of the United States
or the Territory of Alaska, setting forth that the said
company, corporation, association, firm, or individual
is qualified to carry on the business of insurance in
such State in accordance with the laws thereof.”

Section 2. That Section Four of Chapter 57, of the Certificateto
